
LAKE GENEVA POLICE AND FIRE COMMISSION 
MEETING MINUTES 

TUESDAY, JUNE 12, 2012, AT 4:30 P.M. 
 

This meeting was held in Conference Room 2A, on the second floor of City Hall, 626 Geneva Street, Lake 
Geneva, Wisconsin, 53147. 
 
1. Call Meeting to order 
     Meeting was called to order at 4:30 p.m. by President Pienkos 
 
2. Roll Call 
    Commissioners Madson, Pienkos, Elliott, Gramm, and Hartz were present.  Also present were: City Attorney  
    Dan Draper, City Comptroller Peg Pollitt, Deputy Chief Derrick, and Paula Bliemeister, from EMS Billing  
    arrived at 4:43 p.m. 
     
3. Comments from the Public reference agenda items only. Comments are limited to a  
     maximum of five minutes -- NONE 
   
4. EMS Medical Billing Contract  
    Attorney Draper said he made the recommended changes to the contract and it was forwarded to EMS Billing  
    on Friday. He said EMS Billing can’t deduct the payment for the computers out of the revenue, EMS Billing  
    will have to invoice the fire department on the 1st of every month. Draper said he believes that with the  
    increase in revenue there will be enough to cover the cost of the computers for six months.  
 
    Commissioner Madson said he met with Peg Pollitt prior to the meeting and a new account was set up for  
    payment of the computers. The computers will be paid for from line item 5213 and the fee for outside billing  
    will continue to be deducted from line item 5214.  
 
    The full contract was reviewed with the following changes being made:  
 
    Page 3, Number 1.9 delete “to be deducted from billing revenue” and insert “beginning August 1, 2012”. 
 
    Page 4, Number 3.1.2 delete “for all accounts billed for the first year” and insert “via Service Provider’s  
    internal collections department. 
 
    Page 5, Number 3.1.3, 5th line, insert “for the first year of this agreement” 
 
    Page 5, Number 3.1.3, 7th line, insert “for all years thereafter” 
 
    Page 6, Number 3.3, insert “Chief Connelly” as the person to receive the invoice billing 
 
    Wherever 7% is mentioned in the contract it will be written as 7.0%  
     
    Page 10, Article XVIII, first paragraph will be numbered 18.1 
 
    Page 10, Article XVIII, second paragraph will be numbered 18.2 
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    Madson motioned to approve the contract with the changes as discussed and to forward the contract to  
    Council for approval and Mayor Connor’s signature, Hartz seconded. Roll call: Madson – Y, Pienkos – Y,  
    Elliott – Y, Gramm – Y, Hartz – Y. Motion carried 5-0. 
 
5. Adjourn 
     Gramm motioned to adjourn, Hartz seconded. Motion carried 5-0. Meeting adjourned at 5:15 p.m.
